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Interior Wall Construction
1. All First and Second Floor interior walls are to be metal stud/ gypsum board.  Sound control materials in wall cavities are required to obtain STC ratings as noted in the RFP.
2. Water resistant gypsum board and tile backer board at all toilets and toilet / showers.
3. Impact resistant gypsum board at all Corridors, Lobby and Lounge areas.
4. The Auditorium and large classrooms will have 12’ high motorized / movable panel partitions as shown on the plan.  

5. Mechanical room walls will go to the deck above.

6. All corridor walls and other walls where required for sound control or security will go to the deck above.
7. Provide wall bracing to structure above as required.

Rated Fire and Smoke Partitions

1. One hour fire and smoke partitions at all interior walls surrounding the Auditorium, BOLC III Classrooms, Second Floor Lobby / Lounge, and the NOC Comm.
2. One hour fire and smoke partitions at all stairs, elevator shaft walls, and HVAC chases.
3. Rated walls are indicated on the floor plans.

Floors

1. See “Interior Finishes” below.
2. Sealed / hardener at all exposed interior concrete floors (Mech. and Elec. rooms).
3. Provide walk-off mats at all entrances.
Ceilings

1. See “Interior Finishes” below.
2. Ceiling heights are as described in the RFP.

Doors and Frames: 

1. Painted hollow metal frames (including any view panels) with stained solid core wood doors at all rooms.

2. Rated doors and frames as required by wall fire and smoke rating.

INTERIOR FINISHES
See RFP paragraph 3.2.2 “Interior Finish Schedule” for each room’s finishes.
EXTERIOR FINISHES

Roof:  Prefinished metal standing seam roof panels at mansard roof and at arched entry canopy.

Light colored membrane roofing at conventional roof design.
Walls:  Brick veneer wainscot to 10’-0” height A.F.F. with EIFS exterior wall system above.
Doors and Frames: 
1. All entry doors and frames will be dark bronze aluminum storefront.

2. Painted hollow metal doors and frames at mechanical and electrical room doors. 
DOOR TYPES

Door
Description





A1
Interior, solid core wood, 3’-0”x 7’-0” at toilets, showers, utility spaces and private offices.
A2
Interior, same as “A” with 3”x33” lite at all classrooms, corridors, stairs, and Auditorium.
B1
Exterior, aluminum storefront, insulated gazing, 3’-0”x 7’-0” at all entries.
B2
Exterior, hollow metal insulated 3’-0”x 7’-0” at stair exterior exit doors and all utility spaces.

DOOR HARDWARE REQUIREMENTS
1.
Hinges - Use full mortise butt hinges except where special types may be required.  Use ball-bearing hinges for all doors over 36 inches in width and for all doors with closers.  Use 4½ inch high standard weight hinges on doors up through 36 inches wide and 5 inch high heavy weight hinges on doors from 37 through 48 inches wide.  Steel hinges and brass or bronze hinges shall be chrome plated.  Painted hinges are not acceptable.  Hinges on exterior doors shall be stainless steel.

2.
Locks and Latches - Use heavy duty, key-in-lever, cylindrical locks and latches unless mortise type is otherwise required.  Lock functions such as F75, F76, F81, F84, F86, etc. shall be selected based on the room function.  These numbers for locks and latches are taken from ANSI/BHMA A156.2.  Provide seven pin key‑removable-cores in all locks.  Match brand and keyway of facility or base standard key‑removable-core system where applicable.

3.
Closers - Use low profile door closers with full covers.  Closing force and back-check shall be fully adjustable.  All closers shall be Grade 1 in accordance with ANSI/BHMA A156.4.  For out-swinging exterior doors or where there is a need to minimize objectionable visual impact of closers on interior doors, utilize parallel arms with closers mounted opposite swing-side.

4.
Exit Devices – Use Grade 1 exit devices in accordance with ANSI/BHMA A156.3.  Exit devices shall have push pads instead of cross bars.  Use dust‑proof strikes at foot bolts of cross-corridor pairs of doors that are equipped with exit devices.

5.
Door Protection - Use kick plates on all wood and steel doors that are equipped with closers.  Use armor plates and door edge guards on doors subjected to heavy abuse. 

6.
Door Stops - Every door shall be provided with a door stop.  Wall stops are preferred.  Overhead stops should be used where wall stops are not appropriate.  Floor stops should be avoided where possible.  Closers with parallel arms may have built-in stops in lieu of separate overhead stops.

7.
Fire-Rated Doors – Hardware for fire-rated doors shall comply with requirements of NFPA 80 and NFPA 101.

8.
Thresholds – Provide a functionally suitable aluminum threshold at each exterior swing door.
