3.2.1.1 Presentation Drawings

Bound and submitted separately.  Drawings provided are floor plans, exterior elevations, building sections, and typical wall sections.  Colored perspective drawings of the entire facility are also included.
3.2.1.2 Technical Approach Narratives

· 3.2.1.2.1 Architectural Finishes
Practical, durable finishes will be provided that meet all requirements of the solicitation for long –term use and ease of maintenance.  These features are especially important given the high personnel traffic exposure of the proposed facility.  Our intent is to produce a visually attractive environment for the student soldiers and staff that will be compatible with the both the mission and the surrounding architectural context.
Interior Walls: 

The interior walls will be of materials best suited to the function of the space they enclose.  Specific wall finishes and construction for each building area or function are listed as follows: 

Corridors, Auditorium, and Lounge areas will have painted impact resistant gypsum board on metal studs.  All other interior partitions are to be painted gypsum board on metal studs.  Toilets are to have ceramic tile wainscots and painted moisture resistant gypsum board.  The large classrooms will have 12’ high motorized / movable panel partitions as shown on the plan.  
Floors: 

Floor finishes will be provided as described in the RFP Interior Design Objectives.  Ceramic tile floors will be provided at all Men and Women toilets and Toilet / Showers.  Vinyl composition tile, with pattern accents for an added interest, is provided in most floor areas.  Carpeted floors are provided where necessary for additional sound control such as the Lounges, NOC, and staff offices.  The Network Operations Center (NOC) will have a raised computer flooring system.
Ceilings: 

Lay-in acoustical ceilings will be provided throughout except at utility spaces that do not require ceilings.  Ceiling heights will range from 8 feet to 12 feet as described in the RFP Interior Design Objectives.  All Toilets will have a moisture resistant lay-in ceiling.  

Exterior Walls: 

The exterior walls will have brick veneer to a height of 10 feet above finish floor with exterior finish and insulation system (EFIS) panels from the brick veneer up to the top of the wall.  All exterior walls will have a minimum R-value of 19.0.
Hardware: 

Locks and latches will be Grade 1 cylindrical.  Hinges will be full mortise, either standard or heavy weight as required by door size.  Keying will utilize key removable cores and “I/C – 7 pin Instakey” integrated master keying system.  
Closers will be low profile Grade 1 and provided based on room function and door location.  Exit devices will be push pad type.
Door protection plates will be provided on all doors with closers and doors subject to abuse.  Door stops of appropriate type will be provided on all doors.  
All exterior doors will have thresholds and weather-stripping.
Doors: 

Exterior entry doors and windows will be of commercial aluminum storefront with insulated glass.  Exterior utility doors will be hollow metal insulated personnel doors, a minimum of 3’-0” wide.

Interior doors will be solid core stained wood doors generally throughout except for areas where hollow metal doors may be required for durability or security purposes.
Windows: 

Operable and fixed widows will be aluminum units complying with AAMA “Commercial” performance class.  Operable windows will be horizontal sliding type.   All windows will be glazed with one inch thick insulated glass units with a 1/4 inch thick clear laminated inboard pane having a 0.030 inch PVB interlayer and a 1/4 inch thick gray tinted outboard pane.
Roofing: 

The main roofing system will be of a light colored TPO (thermoplastic polyolefin) membrane over rigid roof insulation with a minimum R-value of 30.  The arched roof canopy and the mansard perimeter roof will have prefinished standing seam metal panels.

3.2.1.2.9 ATFP Considerations:
