D DEWATERING NOTES

1. THE DESIGN, ADEQUACY AND OPERATION OF ANY AND ALL DEWATERING ACTIVITIES IS THE SOLE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE
CONTRACTOR.

2. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL PROTECT ALL ADJACENT PROPERTIES, RIGHTS OF WAYS, NATURAL AREAS AND EXISTING UTILITY
SYSTEMS FROM EROSION AND SEDIMENTATION ASSOCIATED WITH DEWATERING ACTIVITIES.

3. DEWATERING DISCHARGES SHALL ALWAYS BE DIRECTED THROUGH SUITABLE BEST MANAGEMENT PRACTICE (BMP) SUCH AS A
TEMPORARY SEDIMENT TRAPPING DEWATERING BAG.

STANDARD NOTES

1. FOLLOWING INITIAL SOIL DISTURBANCE OR RE—DISTURBANCE, PERMANENT OR TEMPORARY STABILIZATION SHALL BE

— COMPLETED WITHIN SEVEN (7) CALENDAR DAYS AS TO THE SURFACE OF ALL PERIMETER CONTROLS, DIKES, SWALES,
DITCHES, PERIMETER SLOPES, AND ALL SLOPES GREATER THAN 3 HORIZONTAL TO 1 VERTICAL (3:1) AND FOURTEEN DAYS
(14) AS TO ALL OTHER DISTURBED OR GRADED AREAS ON THE PROJECT SITE.

A. WHERE STABILIZATION BY THE 14TH DAY IS PRECLUDED BY SNOW COVER OR FROZEN GROUND CONDITIONS STABILIZATION
MEASURES MUST BE INITIATED AS SOON AS PRACTICABLE.

B. WHERE CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITY ON A PORTION OF THE SITE IS TEMPORARILY CEASED, AND EARTH-DISTURBING
ACTIVITIES WILL BE RESUMED WITHIN 14 DAYS, TEMPORARY STABILIZATION MEASURES DO NOT HAVE TO BE INITIATED ON
THAT PORTION OF THE SITE.

2. ALL SEDIMENT AND EROSION CONTROL DEVICES SHALL BE INSPECTED EVERY SEVEN (7) DAYS AND AFTER EVERY RAIN
EVENT. IF SITE INSPECTIONS IDENTIFY BMP'S THAT ARE DAMAGED OR ARE NOT OPERATING EFFECTIVELY, MAINTENANCE
MUST BE PERFORMED AS SOON AS PRACTICAL OR AS REASONABLY POSSIBLE AND BEFORE THE NEXT STORM EVENT
WHENEVER PRACTICABLE.

3. PROVIDE SILT FENCE AND/OR OTHER CONTROL DEVICES, AS MAY BE REQUIRED, TO CONTROL SOIL EROSION DURING UTILITY
CONSTRUCTION. ALL DISTURBED AREAS SHALL BE CLEANED, GRADED AND STABILIZED WITH GRASSING IMMEDIATELY AFTER
THE UTILITY INSTALLATION. FILL, COVER AND TEMPORARY SEEDING AT THE END OF EACH DAY ARE RECOMMENDED. IF
WATER IS ENCOUNTERED WHILE TRENCHING, THE WATER SHOULD BE FILTERED TO REMOVE ANY SEDIMENTS BEFORE BEING
PUMPED BACK INTO ANY WATERS OF THE STATE.

4. ALL EROSION CONTROL DEVICES SHALL BE PROPERLY MAINTAINED DURING ALL PHASES OF CONSTRUCTION UNTIL THE
COMPLETION OF ALL CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITIES AND ALL DISTURBED AREAS HAVE BEEN STABILIZED. ADDITIONAL CONTROL
DEVICES MAY BE REQUIRED DURING CONSTRUCTION IN ORDER TO CONTROL EROSION AND/OR OFFSITE SEDIMENTATION. ALL
TEMPORARY CONTROL DEVICES SHALL BE REMOVED ONCE CONSTRUCTION IS COMPLETE AND THE SITE IS STABILIZED.

5. THE CONTRACTOR MUST TAKE NECESSARY ACTION TO MINIMIZE THE TRACKING OF MUD ONTO PAVED ROADWAY(S) FROM
CONSTRUCTION AREAS AND THE GENERATION OF DUST. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL DAILY REMOVE MUD/SOIL FROM
PAVEMENT, AS MAY BE REQUIRED.

6. TEMPORARY DIVERSION BERMS AND/OR DITCHES WILL BE PROVIDED AS NEEDED DURING CONSTRUCTION TO PROTECT WORK
AREAS FROM UPSLOPE RUNOFF AND/OR TO DIVERT SEDIMENT LADEN WATER TO APPROPRIATE STABLE OUTLETS.

7. LITTER, CONSTRUCTION DEBRIS, OILS, FUELS, AND BUILDING PRODUCTS WITH SIGNIFICANT POTENTIAL FOR IMPACT (SUCH AS
STOCKPILES OF FRESHLY TREATED LUMBER) AND CONSTRUCTION CHEMICALS THAT COULD BE EXPOSED TO STORM WATER
MUST BE PREVENTED FROM BECOMING A POLLUTANT SOURCE IN STORM WATER DISCHARGES.

PERMANENT STORMWATER MANAGEMENT STRUCTURE MAINTENANCE PLAN

1. PRIOR TO FINAL ACCEPTANCE, MAINTENANCE OF ALL PERMANENT STORMWATER MANAGEMENT STRUCTURES IS THE
RESPONSIBILITY OF THE CONTRACTOR.

B 2. EXCEPT AS OTHERWISE CONTRACTED OR AS SPECIFIED FOR WARRANTY, MAINTENANCE OF ALL PERMANENT STORMWATER
MANAGEMENT STRUCTURES AFTER FINAL ACCEPTANCE IS THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE OWNER.

3. IN ADDITION TO MAINTENANCE REQUIRED DURING CONSTRUCTION AS INDICATED AND SPECIFIED ELSEWHERE, PERMANENT
STORMWATER MANAGEMENT STRUCTURE MAINTENANCE SHALL MEET THE FOLLOWING MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS SO AS TO
PREVENT EROSION BY WIND OR PRECIPITATION:

A. VEGETATED AREAS (TURF/PLANTING BEDS/PLANTS/TREES/SHRUBBERY)

I. ALL VEGETATED AREAS SHALL BE PROPERLY MAINTAINED BY MOWING, PRUNING, WATERING, FERTILIZING AND AS
OTHERWISE REQUIRED TO MAINTAIN A FULL AND HEALTHY VEGETATION.

[Il. ALL PLANTING BEDS WITH MULCH SHALL BE PROPERLY MAINTAINED BY THE REPLACEMENT OF MULCH AS
OTHERWISE REQUIRED TO MAINTAIN COMPLETE COVERAGE OF THE BED(S).

. AREAS OF PLANTS THAT DIE OR SUBSIDE SHALL BE REPLACED AS NEEDED.

IV. VEGETATED AREAS SHALL BE REGULARLY CLEANED OF LITTER, DEBRIS AND OTHER REFUSE THAT MAY POLLUTE

— SURROUNDING PONDS, INFRASTRUCTURE OR NATURAL AREAS.

V. INSPECTION AND CLEANING INTERVALS SHALL MATCH MOWING INTERVALS BUT SHALL NOT EXCEED ONCE PER

MONTH.
B. PAVEMENTS/IMPERVIOUS SURFACES

I. ALL PAVEMENT DISTRESSES SUCH AS POTHOLES, CRACKING OR OTHER FAILURE SHALL BE PATCHED TO PREVENT
EROSION OF UNDERLYING SOILS.

Il. EXCESSIVE PETROLEUM PRODUCE BUILDUP OR OTHER CHEMICAL BUILDUP OR SPILL SHALL BE CLEANED TO
PREVENT MIGRATION TO SURROUND WATER BODIES OR STORM DRAINAGE SYSTEMS.

. PAVED AREAS SHALL BE REGULARLY CLEANED OF LITTER, DEBRIS AND OTHER REFUSE THAT MAY POLLUTE
SURROUND PONDS, INFRASTRUCTURE OR NATURAL AREAS.

IV. INSPECTION AND CLEANING INTERVALS SHALL MATCH MOWING INTERVALS BUT SHALL NOT EXCEED ONCE PER
MONTH.

A C. STORM DRAINAGE STRUCTURES & PIPING

|. ALL STORM DRAINAGE STRUCTURES (CATCH BASINS, CURB INLETS, MANHOLES, FLUMES, JUNCTION BOXES, ETC..)
AND PIPING SHALL BE VISUALLY INSPECTED REGULARLY CLEANED OF LITTER, DEBRIS, SEDIMENT AND OTHER
REFUSE THAT MAY POLLUTE SURROUND PONDS, INFRASTRUCTURE OR NATURAL AREAS.

Il. EXCESSIVE BUILDUP OF SEDIMENT OR NOTICEABLE DECREASE IN FLOW MAY INDICATE A BLOCKAGE OR PIPE
FAILURE. IN THIS CASE, INSPECT FULL LENGTHS OF PIPE RUNS FOR FAILURE OR BLOCKAGE AND CLEAN OR
REPAIR ACCORDINGLY.

lIl. INSPECTION AND CLEANING INTERVALS SHALL NOT EXCEED ONCE PER YEAR.

D. SLOPES

I. SLOPES OR BANKS SHALL BE INSPECTED, MAINTAINED AND REPAIRED AS NOTED FOR THE SURFACE TYPE NOTED
ABOVE.
